HI-Y CONDUCT

Welcome to Hi-Y basketball. In order to provide a safe and quality program this year, we ask that all people
involved with Hi-Y conduct themselves with a great deal of integrity and sportsmanship. The code of conduct rules
listed below is in place to ensure a safe and fun program.

e Any unsportsmanlike foul by any person will not be tolerated. This includes but is not limited to, acts or
conduct such as:

Disrespectfully addressing or contacting an official or gesturing in such a manner as to indicate

resentment;

Using profane or inappropriate language or obscene gestures; (Example-use of the F-word is grounds for

ejection and/or suspension)

Baiting or taunting an opponent; (Example-half court shots w/10 minutes left in a game)

Obstructing the vision of an opponent not in control of the ball by waving hands near his/her eyes;

Swinging elbows excessively whether or not contact was made;

Fighting (results in being expelled from the league)
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After receiving a technical foul, the player must leave the game for 1 possession. All technical
fouls will result in an automatic 2 points and possession of the ball for the opposing team. Four
technical fouls during the season will result in dismissal from the league. Any person may be
ejected after receiving the firsi technical foul.

The second technical foul on any person in the same game will be ejected from that game and
asked to leave the building. Then the person will be suspended for the next 2 scheduled games.
Also, depending on the severity, the particular team involved with this person might have to forfeit
the game. Any person receiving 2 suspensions is automatically dismissed from league play.

The Program Director, Supervisors, and Officials are the absolute authorities. If deemed
necessary, the Program Director, Supervisors, and Officials can shorten any game. Only the
team’s manager/co-manager should make any complaint or suggestions to the Program Director or
the Supervisor.

When finished playing your game, please vacate the building and make room for
the next team.
